Medium Shot:
Then husband goes towards the kitchen and
starts making tea with the sequence of below
quick cuts 

1 . Close-up of cups hanging in the kitchen.

2 . Husband grabs a cup, places it on the counter,
& retrieves a pack of Zesta tea from a kitchen
pantry cupboard

3.  Close-up of hot water pouring over tea leaves, 
with the tea color deepening in a glass pot.

4.  Pouring the steaming tea into a cup.
